Emergency notification and prompt release procedures 
for TECO and MECO fishing vessels in the

One Party plans to take law enforcement 
action against or to board a fishing vessel 
from the other Party upon reasonable 
grounds to believe that the vessel will 
conduct illegal fishing. 

Inform the other Party, so that it can deal 
with the situation first 

If the vessel fails to leave the area and 
continue fishing, the other party may 
enforce their law in accordance with the 
standard guidelines 

Inform each other of the progress and results of the actions, as well as 
relevant follow-up measures whether the fishing vessel has violated 
the law 

Fisheries Agency  
Coast Guard Administration 
TECO 

The fishing vessel has violated the law and 
has been arrested 

The arrested fishing vessel shall be released within three (3) days after posting reasonable bond, other 
security or payment consistent with the law of the arresting Party, if the vessel chose the 
administrative course of penalty. 
In all cases, the arrested vessel and its crew shall be treated appropriately. 

Before law enforcement action 
has been initiated 

Give the other side one (1) hour to 
deal with the situation and for the 
vessel to leave the area immediately 

After law enforcement 
action has been initiated 

Bureau of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources 
Philippine Coast Guard 
MECO 

If the fishing vessel has not violated the law, 
it has to be released immediately
