APPENDIX OFANNEX 3.04 PROCEDURE FOR SUGAR QUOTATAIWAN —- GUATEMALA

1. In October of each year, the Republic of China (Taiwan) will simultaneously notify the
Ministry of Economy of Guatemala and the Guatemalan Sugar Association the quota granted
for the following year. Subsequently, within thirty (30) days of receipt of said notification, the
Republic of Guatemala will in turn notify the Republic of China (Taiwan) the specific quantity
to be allocated among the different tariff lines, provided that the quota for refined sugar shall

not exceed 35% of the total quota.

2. The quota indicated in the paragraph above shall apply from the1® of January throughout the

31% of December of the same year.

3. No later than the 30" of April of each year, the Republic of China (Taiwan) shall send the
TQCs forms to the Embassy of the Republic of China (Taiwan) in the Republic of Guatemala,
that will in turn deliver them, with no delay, to the entity responsible for the administration of

Guatemalan quotas and exports to have them properly filled out.

4. Every sugar shipment coming from the Republic of Guatemala shall be processed by the
Customs Authority of the Republic of China (Taiwan) together with the TQC to be entitled to

duty-free access.
